Who did it? What was involved? What the implications are? So as | say today we're looking at the
work of Jesus Christ. What did he come to do? And he did come with a purpose and here's one of
the statements of this purpose.

This is Jesus talking to a tax collector and said today salvation has come to this house for the Son
of Man came to seek and to save what was lost.

What did the Son of Man, that's Jesus, what did the Son of Man come to do? He came to seek and
to save what was lost. And those of us who are Christian believers find that a very precious truth
because that's what he's done for us.

So please forgive us. Particularly forgive us for our unbelief. And teach us to be believers, we pray.
And teach us to be followers. And teach us to be lovers of yours and disciples of yours.

And we pray
that at this particular tine in our own lives and at this particular tinme
in our church's Iife we may know the strength and confort and the
