We can know about him but what matters is that we know him. That we know him. That we can
come as a little child would come. We can come into his very presence and personally know him.
Paul says, | determine not to know anything. He could have bragged on about what he did know but
he said he counted it really as nothing in contrast with this knowledge to know him.
