But he willing to justify
himself said unto Jesus, And who is my neighbor?

[0:59] Verse 30. And Jesus answering said, A certain man went down from
Jerusalemto Jericho and fell anong thieves, which stripped himof his
rai ment and wounded him and departed, |eaving himhalf dead.

And by chance there came down a certain priest that way, and when he saw him, he passed by on
the other side. And likewise a Levite, when he was at that place, came and looked on him, and
passed by on the other side.

But a certain Samaritan, as he journeyed, came where he was, and when he saw him, he had
compassion on him, and went to him, and bound up his wounds, pouring in oil and wine, and sent
him on his own beast, and brought him to an inn, and took care of him.

And on the morrow, when he departed, he took out two pence. Now that's equivalent to two days'
wages. He took out two days' wages, and gave them to the host, and said unto him, Take care of
him, and whatsoever thou spendest more, when | come again, | will repay thee.

Which now of these three thinkest thou was neighbor unto him that fell among the thieves? And he
said, He that showed mercy on him, then said Jesus unto him, Go and do thou likewise.

[2:31] What a story. It's ammzing, isn't it? It's easy not to care. It's
the easy thing to do. And the context here is, Love your neighbor. And

Here is a man, a stranger, a stranger, and the Samatritan took care of him. He put himself out. He
went out of his way.

And what a picture. It's really a picture of Christ's love, and Christ's care too, isn't it? Of how Christ
stepped down and humbled himself. He inconvenienced himself.

He allowed himself to be crucified, so that we could be cared for and looked after. And think of how
God invests in people.

He invests in people. He pours his life into people. He cares for the vulnerable. God cares for us
more than we can imagine. We can't conceive of the care, the loving kindness of our God.

Think of, just consider the
unli kely people that Christ chose. That the Lord Jesus picked out and
singled out these nmen and wonmen that would follow him

men. Fishermen. Tax gatherers.

And he had to constantly fight the church of his day. If you could picture it as such. The
establishment of the day. God is interested in people.

And he invests in people. And thank God he's invested in us. Amen. Amen. The riches of his glory.
In Christ Jesus. He's invested in us. And he's given us an inheritance.

Incorruptible. Reserved. Prepared. Waiting. Back to our story. It was a wild country. A wild,
inhospitable place. It was a very steep track.

Down from Jerusalem to Jericho. Dangerous country. There were thieves. It was a place where
bandits used to hide in the cracks of the rock.

[5:37] In the ravines of the rock. And this traveller cane. Down this
rugged path.
