Honestly, it would be a good one to write on your heart, to write on the tablet of your heart and write
it where you can read it and re-read it and chew it over. The Word of God, 1 Corinthians 10, 31.
Let's read it all together.

| like to kind of demonstrate it, if you like, as like a flashlight. Now, this looks like | need a new
battery. But we look at it as a light that would shine. That would shine and put glory, put light upon
another object.

And that's what we're meant to do with our Lord. We're meant to shine the light upon our Lord. And
we're going to look at some ways to do that. How can we shine the light? How can we shine the
spotlight?

We glorify Him as we shine the light on Him, so to speak. What is it that we shine our light upon?
Now, some would glorify poor power. They would glorify the crows. Some would glorify themselves.
Some would glorify maybe some pet doctrine. Maybe their job. They've got a job that's got a steam
and they get inflated with the pridefulness of them. The pridefulness of it. The esteem of it. The
elevation of it. What will we give glory to?

Whatever we do in our work, Monday
morning, in our career, in our relationships with family, with friends, with enemies, our relationships.
Are we glorifying God with them in our leisure, in our entertainment, in our life and service? We
exist to glorify God. So how do we? How do we give God's glory? How do we give Him the glory?
Here's some various practical things that we can do. And | would put to you like really number one,
we can glorify God by our worship.

That's what we're doing tonight. We've been singing His praises. Amen. We've been singing
hallelujah, singing to Jesus. Here's the scepter. Here's the throne. We've been giving Him glory.
You can glorify God by your worship. And look, you don't have to constrain your worship to a
Sunday too.

And your worship can be through the whole week, every day. Revelation 4 verse 11 tells us that all
creation exists to glorify God. It reads there, Revelation 4 verse 11 of the praises, God is worthy to
be praised.

And we have been created to give God glory. So glorifying God ought to be central. It ought to be
that we've got that God dimension, that God interface going on that we worship Him.

That we have a worship. We have a worship that's going on, a worshipful heart that is continuous.
We've been designed that way. We've been designed to glorify and worship our God.

So engage in worship. It says, Thou art worthy, O Lord, to receive glory. Glory. And we see Psalm
50 verse 23, it reads, Whoso offereth praise glorifieth me.

[7:27] And to himthat ordereth his conversation, aright, so it's your
whol e way of living, will | show the sal vation of God. \Woso offereth
praise glorifieth ne.

So fellowship regularly. I'm preaching to the converted tonight. Because you're here. Now
fellowship. Take the time to sing, to praise Him. To give, to thank Him, to love Him, to worship, to
honour Him in every aspect.

To study God's word. To meditate upon it. To memorise it. To apply it to your life. Will we set aside
other things that He might be glorified? Will we set aside other things and set our hearts and minds
fully upon our Lord that He would be glorified?

Will we receive His word? Will we be such that we've got soft hearts and sensitive hearts that His
word can be planted there? That we can develop a consistent prayer life.

Whoso offereth praise glorifieth me. Give Him. Give Him your praise. Glorify God in your worship.
Number one. A second one we could think of is God wants us to glorify Him in our thoughts.
[8:38] dorify God in your thoughts, in your attitude. How is your
attitude? How is that space between the ears? How is that thought life,
that attitude?

How is that? Is your desire to glorify God? Of course, sometimes other things cloud our minds, don't
they? And distract and take away from that heart's desire.

But can we, God helping us cultivate that godly attitude, that godly perspective on life, on
relationships, on our day by day.

God truly knows our minds and our hearts. He searches them. And we can know God's will in our
thinking. Can we extend patience and kindness and compassion to others?

How's your attitude? Sometimes we can be just as self-willed as the next door neighbour who
doesn't know the Lord, can't we? Love your neighbour.

You know, Julie was saying, if
you can't |ove your nei ghbour, nove. But it's not that sinple sonetines,
is it? Love your neighbour. Sonetines the nei ghbour you've got is the one
CGod' s hel ping you to, you know, to develop that love in you, isn't it?
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Can we ask, how can | be more like Jesus? How can | be more like him? Do we think on these
things? We think of this scripture, which has just got such a rich fabric of how to think.

And it's such a touching collection of things to think about. In Philippians 4 verse 8, Finally,
brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are honest, whatsoever things are just,
whatsoever things are pure, whatsoever things are lovely, whatsoever things are of good report.
If there be any virtue, if there be any praise, think on these things. There's a lot there, isn't there?
We could spend a lot of time just unpacking that, thinking about that.

Do we glorify God in our thinking? It's our attitude, isn't it? It's how we relate to others, how we
relate to God, our actions of practical living. Do we keep humble?

[10:55] Do we rejoice in the Lord always? Even in the difficult tines.
Your joy can be a testinony for God's glory, can't it? O his goodness to
you.

Think of it, you know, sometimes, maybe the joy that is in our hearts should show on our face
occasionally. Why do we do the things that we do? Why do we sing?

Why do we go to work? Why do we dress the way we do? Why do we talk the way we do? Why do
we eat? Why do we sleep? Why do we do the things that we do? Really, underlining all that we do
is we ought to glorify God in every department, in every aspect, in every dimension of really our
conduct, our conversation as it talked about, our way of living.

But in every facet of our life, we give him glory. We give him glory because we love him. And we
love him and because he tells us how to think and what to think about, God helping us, that's how
we're going to determine that we're going to think.

That he would train us to think this way. He would train us to think such thoughts. That we can
cultivate an attitude of gratitude. That we can cultivate that thankfulness, that submission to God.
[12: 11] So, brothers, sisters, think about it. dorify God in your
worship. Gorify God in your thoughts, in your thinking. dorify God al so
in your words.

Now, we do speak a lot of words every day. I'm told that women speak more than men. But
nevertheless, we all speak some words. Do our words glorify God?

That's the point, isn't it? We can say many things. And | know it's been said like our words are like
toothpaste. You know, you squeeze it out the tube and you just can't put it back in.

You can't retract the words that you say. The words that you say are said words. Whether they were
words that were hurtful, words that were unwise, words that were critical, words that were hurtful,
curse words, crass words, using God's hame in vain words.

It's so common now, isn't it? The text OMG. They just lightly throw away the name of God.
[13:13] Throw away the bl essed nane of God. W shouldn't treat it so
vainly, so flippantly, so carelessly. W can utter our words so

carel essly, can't we?

And they just pour out like a stream. Are we speaking words that will glorify God? Think before you
speak.

Engage brain before mouth. Zip the lip. You know, there's lots of ways we could say, actually, I'm
going to, God helping me, I'm going to control my words rather than just pour it out and not care
who | hurt, what | say.

Are we speaking evil? That can be a big thing. You know, we can easily start to, oh, did you know,
whisper, whisper, whisper. Did you know so-and-so said this? Have you heard the latest goss?
You know, it's that kind of damaging words. When sometimes they're ill-founded. Gossiping. Words
that will damage. Words that will character assassinate. Words that we say without thinking, do we?
[14:21] So let's use rather, let's use words that will encourage. Let's
use words that will uplift. And speak the truth in love. So that the
words that we say are words that will build up people, not pull them
down, not hurt or danage.

Let's avoid harsh and hurtful words. And we could think of that, especially in relationships,
husbands and wives. Let's avoid those kind of words that we think, oh, | should, | just wish I'd never
said that.

We can say it so thoughtlessly and we can't retract it. We can apologise for it and we ought to. But
let's avoid such words. Let's rather encourage one another with our words.
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So glorify God with your words. Here's another one. Glorify God in your deeds. It's back to that
shining the light again, isn't it? What are we shining the light on?

Let your light so shine before men that they may see your good works and glorify your Father which
is in heaven. Now, of course, we preach that we're saved by faith, not of works.

[15:31] But that's not to discount that we ought to have good works. W
could maybe get the point a little lost that we, and of course we do
enphasi se salvation is entirely and totally and conpletely by faith.

But we're created in Christ Jesus unto good works. And God wants you to be displaying good
works. He wants people to see it. So no action or decision is too small to involve God.

All of our deeds, our works, whether we eat, drink or sleep or whatever we do, nothing that we do is
without impact. So live your life with integrity.

Make an effort to discern and follow God's will for your life. God helping you live with kindness, live
with forgiveness. Now we're talking in this morning in a kind of somewhat tongue in cheek way
about a burial service.

We're buried with him in baptism. There's a thought that we are to die with him, to die with Christ, to
be crucified with Christ, to die to self, and then to be risen with Christ.

[16:40] Now think of the things that we could bury. W could bury

unforgi veness, couldn't we? | nmeant to mention that this nmorning. Wen

we, as it were, we're burying the old life. What about unforgiveness?

Are there people in our lives that we've not forgiven? There's something not dealt with there.
There's some, some unfinished business there. Where we ought to reach out, make the call.

Even when you get to your car after the service, if this is speaking to you, if this is speaking to you,
get your phone out and dial that number. And say, hey, look, | know God's been working on my life
and he's helping me to change.

He's helping me to sort things out. | think there's some things I've not sorted out with you. I'm sorry.
You know, I'm doing my, on my part, I'm saying I'm sorry for what I've done, what | said.

And | just want to, on my part, to make it right with you. And you know, they may not receive that.
Sometimes you extend an apology, you seek forgiveness, but it's not received, it's not reciprocated.
[17:51] But neverthel ess, do your part, anen? It'll just free you up.
It'Il set you free. It'Il just, wow, | just feel free. Even though they
sai d, even though they m ght, blah, hang up on you.

It doesn't matter. You've done your part to say, hey, I'm sorry. Forgive me. Even though you, even
though the fault might be even theirs. Forgive me that our friendship, our relationship has been
damaged.

I'm sorry that that happened. Let's, let's start again. Let's rebuild. Let's rebuild. And it's, it's about
our deeds, isn't it? That's, that's a big one. Forgiveness. And to live with that, to live with kindness,
to live with grace.

Our deeds should be a reflection of Christ. When people see what you do, they, they ought to see
Christ in your actions. And wherever we go, whatever we do, we are a full-time ambassador, a
representative of the kingdom of God.

You see these people in Canberra, you know, the ambassador for Kuwait or the ambassador for, |
don't know, some obscure country. They, they're a full-time representative of their country in
Australia.

[19: 00] But what about you? You're a full-tine representative of the

ki ngdom of heaven, the ki ngdomof God. So it's |like, wow, we should act
like we are actually a, a diplonat.

We're an ambassador. We're, we're somebody that represents someone important. More than this
world could ever know. Higher than any king, queen, president, prime minister.

You're a full-time ambassador for the kingdom of God, a representative. So, wouldn't we rather
then, to consider that, glorify God in our deeds?

To be a good steward of our time, our talents, our resources, our lifestyle choices, whether it's in
our thoughts, words or actions, that God's glory, God's glory, should be our ultimate aim.

That should be that which dictates how we act, how we live, how we go about our everyday lives.
Because we represent him full-time.
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[19:57] It's not like you switch off being an anbassador. You're al ways
at the call of your king, of your country, of the kingdom And so, use
your talents, your resources.

Use it wisely for the kingdom of God. Glorify God. Glorify God in your deeds. Glorify God in your
body.

Your trials
and struggles, your problems, are there to give God the glory. We see in the times of our Lord's
ministry, you know, the blind man was for the glory of God.

He didn't know that, but God knew that, that the very affliction he had was for the glory of God. We
see in 2 Corinthians 4, 17, Paul tells us, for our light affliction, which is but for a moment, worketh
for us a far more exceeding and eternal weight of glory.

Are people strengthened because of your struggles? They can be. It's how you face those things.
It's how you face those times that you give glory to God, even in your trials. Those light afflictions,
poof, just for a moment, in the scheme of things, it's an eye blink. Compared to eternity, there's a far
more exceeding and eternal weight of glory.
