And here are some results. Firstly, the perfect pastor teaches the whole Bible and preaches for
exactly 12 minutes.

He is 28 years of age, but has 35 years experience.

He spends all his time out of
his office visiting the sick and doing evangelism, but he's always in his office praying and preparing.

He is loud and charismatic, but also humble and quiet.

He helps Christians grow, but never challenges them from the Bible. He will build the church to
twice its size in one year.

And of course, the people in the
survey did not say all of those things together.

They only said some of those things, the ones that were important to them. But as you can see,
there were conflicting views over what was important for a leader.
