[26:53] But the passage says that if you want to follow Jesus, then you have to leave all these
things behind.

The 35th tells us that very early the next morning, before the sun had come up, Jesus
went to a solitary place, and prayed.

When I saw the whole day's work that Jesus had done, and then His reaction, I told
myself, I should never complain again.

I must happily leave every day. I must happily leave every day. The more busy I work, the
more I must be thankful and joyful.

Because I can continue to worship, because to be able to continue serving, means that
God is continuing to use me.

[34:26] So in the past, I must tell myself, today I can be able to worship, that is the blessing. From
now on, every morning, I will tell myself to be able to serve today is a blessing.

This is my week's reaction. So that's his Ben's one week reflections. I was telling you, this
is not a book of a book.

It's for you to see me, how to do it. So as we said, this is not a sermon, but it's what Ben
did for his week. Some people may find that his reflections may not be very logical.

It is Ben's own reflections and conversation with God. And these kinds of reflections can
allow the passage into my life, and allow God's words and his teachings to change my
thoughts and actions.

So today's one is just an example, and I believe that everyone has their own reflections,
and does not, and do it in their own way.
