He says that we have been adopted into
his family. According to his good pleasure. Verse 9. Ephesians chapter 1 verse 9.

And then we look at verse 11. And then we go to chapter 5 verse 17. Look at verse 9. It
says that. Having made known unto us the mystery of his will. According to his good
pleasure.

Which he has purposed in himself. There are things that God has purposed in himself. He
has programmed in himself. He has set an objective within himself.

And he says that. All the things he's been doing. Is according to the mystery of his will.
The will of God. Is paramount. To the move of God.
