Amos 3.3 Well, God and Enoch certainly agreed on the direction Enoch was taking as he walked
right into the presence of God. God took him to his home in heaven.

[ 1: 04] The hymn writer William Cooper wrote, Oh, for a closer walk with God, a constant
heavenly calm, a light to shine upon the road that leads me to the Lamb.

That should be the prayer of all of us. Fellowship with God is one of the most precious experiences
we could have. But this only comes when we put away actions and thoughts that do not fit into a
godly life.
